RULES AND REGULATIONS
Rules in the Associated Manitoba Arts Festival (AMAF) Provincial Syllabus, 2023 Edition apply to the 2026
Brandon Festival of the Arts, unless modified or expanded in this Addendum. In every instance, the Addendum is
the final authority.

INTRODUCTION

1. The Brandon Festival of the Arts is composed of four types of classes: competitive, non-competitive,
workshops and those with special rules such as National classes. All classes are potentially competitive
and non-competitive regardless of the Syllabus designation. Mark your preference in the field provided on
the online entry form. (See also rule number 6 in General Regulations).

2. In addition to the classes listed in the Provincial Syllabus, the Brandon Festival may also offer other
classes, as specified in the Addendum. These classes, however, will not have Provincial eligibility.

3. Please note that NO LATE ENTRIES will be accepted after the deadline of 11:59 PM on November 24,
2025.

MARKING

1. The following marking system is in effect for all disciplines:

A+ or 90 and above signifies superior performance
Aor 85to 89 signifies distinction

A-or 80to 84 signifies definite merit
Bor75to 79 signifies fair

Cor70to 74 signifies adequate

2. No half-marks will be awarded by adjudicators.
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The adjudicator will read out only the marks of the competitors taking first, second and third places at the
end of each class. If the classes are very small, the adjudicator may, and their discretion, hear a
succeeding class or two prior to adjudication.

Entry deadline is 11:59 PM, November 24, 2025. REQUIRED ENTRY FEES DELIVERED IN PERSON must be
received NO LATER THAN 6:00 PM at The UPS Store, 1300-18th Street, Brandon, or by 4:30 PM at the
School of Music Office at Brandon University, on MONDAY, November 24, 2025. FEES MAILED to
Brandon Festival of the Arts must be paid by cheque only (cash will not be accepted) and MUST BE
POSTMARKED NO LATER THAN Monday, November 24, 2025.

In all classes except School Music and Community Choir, REPERTOIRE SELECTION and LENGTH OF TIME
must be stated on the entry form.

GRADE/LEVEL: Repertoire graded by the RCM/CC must be performed at the grade(s)/level(s) listed in
their current syllabi. Ungraded repertoire should be equal in difficulty to graded repertoire performed in
the same class(es).

The Festival will determine the order in which participants will perform. The Festival reserves the right to
alter the order of participants if necessary. All requests for changes to the program order must be
submitted in writing to the President of the Brandon Festival of the Arts for consideration. Participants
who are not ready to perform when called upon will be disqualified. If time allows, they will be offered
the opportunity to perform for adjudication only at the end of the class.

The Festival Committee reserves the right to cancel any class with insufficient entries.

NO CHANGES from competitive to non-competitive status (or vice versa) will be allowed after the
submission of entries. Errors in entries made by participants will be heard for adjudication only.

Repertoire which has been entered incorrectly will be moved to the appropriate class. There can be NO
CHANGES in repertoire selections after the entry deadline. In special circumstances, this may be reviewed
by the Festival Committee.

All Festival classes shall be under the working management of Brandon Festival of the Arts. Protests
cannot be considered unless made in writing and forwarded to Brandon Festival of the Arts, Inc. within
three (3) days of the close of the Festival. Decisions on such matters shall be final and bringing upon all
concerned.

The Brandon Festival is not equipped to supply extraneous articles of equipment such as music stands or
stools.

Repeats are at the discretion of the performer/teacher, although Da Capo and Dal Segno must be
observed.

Electronic amplification will not be permitted unless specified in the original score.
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12. Copyright Laws: All Speech Arts classes are covered by an Access Copyright license, secured through
AMAF, which allows copying rights for all speech arts classes. Festival participants may reproduce
selection copies as required. Use of the reproductions is restricted to preparation for and participation in
the Brandon Festival of the Arts or the AMAF Provincial Festival.

Original music scores must be provided for the adjudicator. Accompanists must also possess original
scores when the copyright is still active and in effect. Unless performing from memory, all entrants must
also use original copies. All digital downloads must provide evidence of legitimate purchase if requested
by a Brandon Festival of the Arts Board member. Some classes, such as Popular/Contemporary classes,
allow for the original arrangement of selections in those classes. Please note that all original
arrangements of works under active copyright (i.e. not public domain) MUST have copyright permission
from the copyright holder, and evidence of said permission must be provided if requested by a Brandon
Festival of the Arts Board member.

If copyright rules are not followed, no mark will be awarded, and the participants will perform for
adjudication only. The “for adjudication only performance” will not be considered for any awards. If you
have any questions concerning copyright rules, you are strongly urged to contact
brandonfestivalofthearts@gmail.com prior to the start of the festival.

13. Unless a competitor is the ONLY entrant in a specific class, no change in the time slot will be allowed
unless the performer agrees to play for adjudication only. For example, an entrant in a Wednesday
evening class of six participants cannot request to play on a Monday afternoon and still be considered for
competitive ranking in the class.

14. A Chamber Group is defined as a minimum of three (3) performers.

15. Participants must choose a level and stay in the level for all entries within that discipline and instruments,
for competition purposes. Students may, for example, enter both a Grade 8 Piano Solo class and a Grade 6
Guitar Solo class, but may not enter a Grade 8 Piano Solo Classical Composers class and a Grade 9 Piano
Solo Baroque Composers class. Please note, however, that participants may enter up to two classes at the
next level above in the same instrument FOR ADJUDICATION ONLY. Exceptions will be permitted for:

a. Individuals performing in duet and group classes. A duet entry must enter at the level of the
more advanced competitor. The lower level competitor may still compete as a solo performer in
the class appropriate for their level, even if this differs from the level of the duet class entered.

b. Instrumental ensembles where the participant may play a different instrument in a second
ensemble.

c. Aconductor who may conduct two or more groups in the same festival.

16. Performers will be permitted to play only the number of movements required by the class description.
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www-feforg. National classes not offered in 2026.

Transposition up or down is allowed in all vocal classes below the Intermediate (I) level.

Memorization and its effect upon marks will be subject to the discretion of the adjudicator; however,
memorization is usually desirable.

For all solo and duet Own Choice selections, participants may not perform the same selection at the
Festival in subsequent years.

Participants may not perform the same selection or part of the same selection at the Festival in more than
one class. PLEASE NOTE: This also applies to repertoire entered in the Provincial and National classes.

Sight reading classes will be heard privately.

No selections from the “Choral Suggested Repertoire Lists” or the “Speech Arts Suggested Repertoire Lists”
may be eligible as Own Choice selections in the same discipline. For example, a vocal piece from the Lists
could be entered as a choral Own Choice or vice versa.

For Own Choice selections, the quality of the music chosen and its suitability for the class will be taken in
consideration by the adjudicator.

Practicing on the Festival pianos is not allowed during the Festival session.

Audience and Procedural Notes: Visual or audio recording of performances is permitted but must be
unobtrusive and silent. Such recording is at the discretion of the Festival Executive. Visual or audio
recording of adjudications may not be uploaded to the internet including social-media platforms such as
Facebook and YouTube, under any circumstances.

All music scores presented to the adjudicator must have the first measure of each line identified by a
measure number.

28. No entry refunds will be allowed.

1. Scholarships and trophies are listed in this Addendum. Some may not have been confirmed at time of

publishing, and amounts and donors may change.

2026 ADDENDUM TO THE PROVINCIAL SYLLABUS: MUSIC & SPEECH ARTS

All performers in non-competitive and competitive classes will be given equal consideration for
scholarships and trophies by the adjudicator. Eligibility for all solo scholarships requires performance in
two or more sole classes in the same discipline.

Multi-level, Open and Honours level classes are not eligible for trophies, with the exception of the School
Music, Speech Choirs and Piano Ensembles.

Festival certificates will be awarded to the first, second and third place winners with a mark of 80 or over.
A Festival gold seal will be placed on the certificates of first-place winners of competitive solo and duet
classes who achieve a mark of 85 or over.

The Open classes for Piano Duet (K 2708 & K 2724), Piano Trio (K 2744) and Piano Quartet (K 2764) shall
be eligible for the Intermediate and Advanced Piano Ensemble trophies. The grade level of the most
advanced entrant shall determine the trophy for which an entry is eligible. To be eligible for a Piano
Ensemble trophy, the repertoire presented may be an original composition or an arrangement for one
piano, 4 hands; two pianos, 4 hands; one piano, 6 hands or two pianos, 8 hands.

An entrant may not win the same scholarship or trophy more than twice. In the case of a quartet, a trophy
may be won multiple times, provided 50% of the members are new. Choirs and speech choirs are exempt
from this regulation.

Winners of eligible solo trophy classes must receive a mark of 85 or over to perform in Awards Nights.
Winners of multiple trophy classes shall perform their selection(s) from only one of these classes when
competing at Awards Night.

Time limits for Awards Nights must be strictly adhered to. Failure to do so will result in disqualification.
Time limits are as follows:

Although the progression of a student is at the discretion of the teacher, winners of Solo Trophy classes

up to and including Grade 7 are expected to move to a higher level in the ensuing year. Exceptions may be
made where there is an age span of several years.
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11. Rowe Scholarship: Festival participants older than twenty-five (25) years of age by December 31, 2025,
will not be eligible for the Rowe Scholarship.

12. Scholarship awards will be announced at the Awards Nights, with the exception of those for Speech Arts
and School & Community Music. Thank you notes from scholarship winners will be required prior to the
release of scholarship cheques. It is the hope of the Festival Committee that these awards will be used for
further study.
